1. Draw Dots

a. One on eithe side of pubic symphasis

b. One on top of each femur head

c. One at 1/4" below femur-ischial junction (5-7mm)

d. One at the bottom of each ischial ramus

e. One at each lateral border of the sacrum

f. One dot on second sacral tubercle

g. ELEVEN TOTAL DOTS in pelvis/sacrum

2. Measure pubic symphasis to Ischial-Femur junct.

3. Measure from bottom of film up to bottom of ischial rami

a. The difference is the ID on the LARGE side (RED)
4. Measure from horizontal grid line to the top of femur heads

a. Difference is the LD on the LARGE side side (RED)
5. Measure from 2nd sacral tubercle to lateral border of sacrum

6. OFF CENTERING

a. PELVIS

i. Draw a line at the numerical middle between the I-F dots

ii. Use pelvis Pry scale to find OC #

iii. ADD to side of OC
iv. The NEW number will give you PA on the LARGE side (RED)
b. SACRUM

i. Draw a line at the numerical middle between the lateral sacral dots

ii. Use sacrum pry scale to fine OC#

iii. SUBTRACT from side of OC
iv. The NEW number will give you SA on the SMALL side (RED)
7. Correcting for PA

a. At sacrum, ADD 1/2 PA on the SIDE OF PA to give the TSA (RED)
b. At Ischial rami, ADD 1/3 PA (raise) on the SIDE OF PA to give TID (RED)
c. At femur head, SUBTRACT 1/3 PA (raise) on the SIDE OF PA to give
TLD (RED)
8. Vertebra

a. Dots on top of Spinal-laminal junction & lateral-inferior corner

b. OC is measured from center grid line to the S-L dot

i. SUBTRACT on side of OC

c. Correct for SA by ADDing 1/2 the SA on the SIDE OF SA up to T12

i. T12 to T1, add 1/2the SA minus 1 to the SIDE OF SA

d. Find the difference Right to Left and record on the LARGE side

e. CARATS: compare TOP vertebra to bottom

i. Draw Carat in Black to demo movement of TOP vertebra over bottom 

ii. 3 or less in BLACK

iii. 4 or Greater in RED
