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1. Draw dot at anterior point of Sacral base

2. Draw a line thru this dot to top & bottom of film (Parallel to edges of film)

a. GRAVITY LINE

3. Draw dot at anterior C1 Tubercle

4. Draw DOTTED RED line from C1 Tubercle to Sacral Dot

a. Measure and record in RED on humerous (SPINAL LENGTH LINE)
5. Measure from Gravity line to C1 tubercle and write in RED with Ant / Post

a. HEAD CARRIAGE

6. Draw dots at the 4 corners of T6 and draw an X

a. Measure from center of X to gravity line, and record in BLACK as the
Thoracic Deviation (TD)
7. Measure down 75mm from ant. Sacral dot and draw a line from the gravity line
Until it meets the anterior margin of the sacrum

a. Measure in and record in BLACK as Sacral Deviation (SD)
8. Mark dots on the 4 corners of L1-L5 and one on the posterior of sacral base

a. Draw straight lines connecting A-P and extending out behind spine about 2"

9. Measure and record the angle of each line in black

a. Negative below 0, and positive above 0 (use OUTER # on protractor)

10. Take the difference of the line angles to get disc angles

a. 0-7 mark carat in black

b. Greater than 7 mark in RED
