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Tumor Locations

Beningn vs Malignant

Sarcoma = primary cancer of CT - ALWAYS MALIGNANT

 

Giant Cell - Benign, can become malignant

Osteoid Osteoma - Never malignant

Multiple Myeloma - Always Malignant

 

Long Zone of transition = eaten out section of bone, DANGEROUS & Malignant

Cortical Collar = Benign (walled off)
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Primary vs Secondary

Osteosarcoma = primary cancer of CT

Multiple Myeloma = primary cancer of Bone 

(begins in blood of bone as plasma cell cytoma)

 

Radiating (UGLY) Periosteal RXN = Primary

Metastasis = Secondary

Ewings Sarcoma = Primary

Broncogenic Carcinoma = Primary
