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Pediatrics- birth to 18 years old; really starts before birth during pregnancy and extends until patient reaches skeletal maturity (25 years old)
· Most common cancer in children is leukemia
· Wilms is most common solid abdominal tumor

· There is an increase incidence in DM II in children due to the increase in obesity

· Yes

· Of all forms of children’s health care, chiropractic is one of the safest

· It is not just safe, it seems necessary to adjust the children

· Can parents tell whether their child is subluxated?

· Probably not in many cases

· Subluxations are usually asymptomatic

· Obvious for parents:  neck/back pain, scoliosis, recurrent earache, headache

· Only the chiropractor will be able to diagnose subluxations

· Chiropractor trained to correlate subluxation with state of health including:

· General growth and development

· Asymptomatic stages of disease

· Acute disease

· Chronic disease

· Why children go to chiropractor:

· See handout

· Earache

· Checkups

· URTI= upper respiratory tract infection

· Low back pain

· Bedwetting- adjust sacrum (S2)

· Irritable baby syndrome- colic

· Torticollis

· Morbidity= incidence of sickness
· Congenital malformations are leading cause of death during infancy

· As the child gets older leading cause of death is unintentional injury

· Infections are 3rd leading cause of death in infancy

· Child gets IgG from placenta when in the womb

· Gets IgA in breast milk

· Baby’s immune system still developing so can’t fight off infection as effectively
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Circumcision:

· Medical purpose- prevent urinary tract infection or treat phimosis (tight foreskin)

· Other purposes- hygiene, prevent collection of smegma, decrease spread of STD, cultural or ethnic group tradition, decrease risk of cancer

· Pro- limits risk of infection

· Cons- bleeding

World Record Babies:

· Macrosomia- large body; big baby

· Prevalence of circumcision is higher here than elsewhere

Mass Immunization of children and adults against Swine influenza

· Influenza type A that was transferred from animals to people and mutated

· Unless person has serious lung problems or are immunocompromised they should not have the immunization

· Added chemicals to vaccines can cause autoimmune reactions

· Thermerisol contains mercury which is very toxic especially to children

· Squalene is an additional additive that attacks the CNS

Embryopathy:  Rubella, if it occurs during 1st 8 weeks of intrauterine life may result in still birth, see article in powerpoints

Injury:  embryopathy

Teratogenesis:  birth defects; structure and/or function

Vitamins:  Vitamin A, Niacin (vit B3); Folic acid, Hx of NTD (neural tube defect)

· Almost all lipid lowering drugs are teratogenic

Teratogenic substances:  don’t need to memorize this table

TORCH syndrome symptoms- kernicterus- injury to brain due to destruction of basal ganglia; macroscopically appears yellow in those areas; have problems with motor control

· SGA- small for gestational age

Jaundice immediately postpartum:  is this normal?  No

· Physiologic appears a few days after birth (days 2-5), moderate jaundice caused by breakdown of immature RBCs; increase bilirubin in blood produced by these waste products, mostly conjugated bilirubin so don’t have brain damage

· Answer B

· Biliary duct atresia- lack of bile ducts (longer time period for jaundice to develop)

· Hemolytic anemia- this is dangerous kind that baby is born with

· Liver pathology- also takes longer time to develop (weeks)
