1. An amber fluid behind the eardrum and sometimes air bubbles are present in a serous 
effusion.  Causes - viral, flying, diving

2. A red, bulging eardrum with possible fever present in acute otitis media with purulent 
effusion.  Causes - bacterial infections

3. The membrane over a perforated eardrum may be thin & transparent (black?)

4. Sensorineural hearing loss may be caused by mumps labryinthritis.

5. CSF appears as a clear watery discharge, leaves a ring of blood when absorbed by a 
cloth.

6. Otitis media presents with a sticking or cracking sound when yawning or swallowing & 
tenderness behind the ear.  If otitis externa is present movement of the auricle or 
tragus is painful. 

7. If Weber test lateralizes to the right, there is possible sensineural loss on the left or bone 
conduction loss on the right

8. Tenderness, pain, fever, nasal discharge suggest acute sinusitis of frontal or maxillary 
sinuses

9. Polyps are pale, semitranslucent, & moveable

10. Abnormalities of the lips presenting with ulcers are carcinoma & chancre of syphilis.

11. Smooth tongue has lost its papillae & is sore.

12. Leukoplakia is seen as a thickened white patch on the mucous membrane.  Bleeds 
when scraped.

13. Etiology of acute pharyngitis - allergy, viral (Epstien Barr - mono), neoplasm, or 
group A beta hemolytic Strept.  Usually accompanied by enlarged lymph nodes & 
fever if viral or bacterial.

14. Midriasis (parasympathetic damage to CN III in absence of blindness) can be result of 


diabetes, acute glaucoma, drugs, brain damage.

15. Colored halos aroun lights is a symptom of acute narrow angle glaucoma.

16. Grittiness is a symptom of conjunctivitis.

18. Diabetes presents with microaneurysms, hard exudates, deep retinal hemorrhages, & 
neovascularization (classic).

19. Hypertension presents with hard & soft exudates, focal or generalized narrowing, 
tapering & banking, superficial retinal hemorrhages, cotton wool patches.

20. Pappiledema presents with hard exudates with cotton wool patches, swollen disc with 
blurred margins.

21. cover test - non paralytic strabismus, deviation is constant in all directions of gaze.

22. Koplik spots - measles

23. Otalgia - conduction hearing loss, pain, 

24. Kaposi’s sarcomma - deep purple spots

25. diplopia - extraocular weakness

26. optic tract damage does not cause anisocoria if CN III & sympathetics are intact
