1. Gall bladder recieves no vagal innervation.

2. Muscle that tests weak, always has an organ malfunction associated with it.

3. Subluxations can be determined by x-rays alone.

4. Patient complains of stiffness of muscles after rest. This is associated with the liver.

5. Pain, especially a dull ache in the sacral area, is often associated with the prostate.

6. In acute abdomen, pain is usually the first symptom followed by vomiting.

7. Male patient is nervous, can’t reach decisions, has overall muscle weakness. Most likely is L3 (glandular).

30. Louis Triple response has a practical value locating dermatomal involvement.

31. Tenderness in the umbilical box is associated with small intestine problems.

32. Vagus digestive disturbances that starts 1 ½ - 2 hours after a meal will most likely be associated with the small intestine.

33. Patient complains of weakness, nausea, loss of energy, also has persistent headache and dry skin. Most likely involvement is Liver.

34. General lymphatic pump has found to be useful in patients with malabsorption and general infection.

35. Gastric problems often show a left thumb index finger web tenderness.

36. Excess vagal stimulation can cause bradycardia.

37. Lower thoracic fixation may be associated with diaphragm malfunction.

38. The characteristic of smooth muscle that is involved in treating the ileocecal valve is plasticity of smooth muscle.

39. Right thenar pad pain or tenderness is suggestive of:
a. pancreas
b.gallbladder

40. Patient complains of burning eye, itching skin, dizziness, and frequent urination. These patterns most likely with:

49. A constant scrotal ache should alert DCs to a prostatic problem.

50. Reflex procedures are used to replace a chiropractic adjustment and as a standard diagnostic procedure.

51. The autonomic nervous system has an influence on chemical processes at the cellular and subcellular level.

52. Vagus innervation of the proximal GI system enhances absorption of nutrients.

53. Pinching the abdominal skin of cats has been shown to cause decreased motility of the stomach.

54. Coronary constriction, emotional coronary, is often associated with tension and rigidity under the left rib cage.

55. Tachycardia can be caused by anemia.

56. The rectus abdominus muscle has a direct mechanical reflex relationship with heart problems.

57. When treating a patient with empysema, spirometer readings may worsen immediately after treatment.

58. A 45 y/o patient is more likely to have hypertension of gastric HCl than hyposecretion.

59. Sargent sign, when positive, indicates an increased sympathetic nervous system tonicity.

60. Non-specific diarrhea can be treated by placing the lumbar spine into hyperextension.

61. A patient can have a bowel movement every day and still be functionally constipated.
